ASC –Scott Provancher will discuss his effort to reinvent ASC and the launch of Power2give.org and efforts to give donors opportunities to support projects that are meaningful to them and to engage a new generation of younger donors....as well as ASC’s broader major gifts effort (esp in area of arts education -Cato Funds). 
How will online giving ultimately impact legacy giving? How will online giving facilitate nonprofit fundraising by donors of one another?  More email solicitations by peers? How could planned giving and estate planning be changed/accelerated by technology? A platform for connecting with more donors, greater adoption?  Consider the prospect of creating an on line tutorial on planned giving on Bank of America website, with opportunity for donor to advise nonprofit of planned gift?

Greater Charlotte Cultural Trust - CHRIS McLEOD, J.D., Executive Director - As executive director of The Greater Charlotte Cultural Trust since 2006, Chris McLeod works with the boards and staff of more than 25 cultural organizations to build endowments through planned giving. Currently, the Cultural Trust invests and manages cultural endowments in excess of $147 million. An attorney with more than 18 years of fundraising experience, Chris works closely with donors and donor families who are interested in making meaningful bequests or planned gifts to one or more of their favorite cultural organizations.  Chris is Founder of The Institute for Philanthropic Leadership and its inaugural program, The Leadership Gift School, a program designed to teach nonprofit executive directors and development directors in Charlotte-Mecklenburg how to cultivate individual donors for major gifts. She is Immediate Past Chair for Leave A Legacy – Charlotte Region and a member of the Partnership for Philanthropic Planning (formerly National Committee for Planned Giving), the North Carolina Planned Giving Council, the Association of Fundraising Professionals and Maryland Bar Association. Chris serves on the Myers Park Baptist Church Endowment Committee and she is an active member of the Women’s Impact Fund.  Chris earned her B.A. in Political Science from Wheaton College in Norton, Massachusetts and a J.D. from American University in Washington, D.C.
